Practice holstering and drawing your handgun, and wearing your holster, with your handgun unloaded until you 
are comfortable with fit, compatibility, and usage, before using your holster in non-test conditions or with a 
loaded handgun. Make certain that your handgun is securely seated in the holster each time you holster your 
handgun before removing your hand from the grip. A handgun must snugly fit in its holster to guard against 
accidental separation of the handgun from the holster. Never place your hand in front of the firearm barrel while 
trying to holster or un-holster your firearm. Keep your finger off the trigger until you are ready to shoot. Keep 
fingers off the trigger and out of the trigger guard when drawing or replacing the handgun in the holster and at 
all times while your handgun is holstered.

IWB/AIWB Belt Clip Carry

IWB/AIWB with Sidecar Mag Carrier

OWB Paddle Carry
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Adjust the ride height and cant of the 
holster to your preference.

Adjust the sidecar clip to your preferred 
ride level in relation to the clip on the 
holster shell.

Assemble the OWB paddle onto the 
holster per assembly instructions.

Tuck the paddle between your pants and 
belt on the draw side of your body.

Adjust left/right until comfortable.

Adjust left/right until comfortable.

Place centered to your body and adjust 
left/right until comfortable.

Tuck the holster between your body and 
pants in the IWB or AIWB carry position 
and secure belt.



RETENTION TIPS MAG CARRIER INSTALLATION

ASSEMBLY

Passive retention is how tight the holster grips your handgun. 
Increase the retention by tightening the screws along the trigger 
guard side of the holster.
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Remove gun from holster.Remove gun from holster.

Insert square weld nuts into the desired mounting holes for the clip and 
optional claw.Insert square weld nuts into the desired mounting holes for the paddle.

For clip installation only, use 0.25” screws inserted into weld nuts to attach 
to holster. If installing clip with optional claw, use 0.375” screws inserted 
into weld nuts to attach both to holster. Use offset screw holes to achieve 
desired cant angle.

Secure paddle using 0.25” screws inserted into weld nuts. Tighten with 
provided hex key.

To attach optional hole cover, insert top of hole cover into top most hole on 
holster shell and press down firmly to snap into place.

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Retention Adjustment

Cant Adjustment
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Place unloaded gun into the holster shell.

Cycle gun in and out of the holster
several times to get a feel for the
standard retention setting.

Adjust retention using the two screws closest to the trigger guard. Tighten 
or loosen each screw 1/4 turn at a time for precise tuning until desired level 
of retention is achieved.

Use the hex key provided to remove 
screws from clip and remove weld 
nuts from inside shell.

Angle clip in desired direction using 
screw holes at an offset angle to create 
the desired cant.

Use the hex key to reattach the clip 
to the shell.
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Install sidecar attachment to vacant 
holes on side of holster shell using 
weld nuts and 0.375” screws.

Remove screws on mag carrier 
from the side containing weld nuts.

Insert sidecar attachment at desired 
level between spacers and top piece 
of mag carrier and reinstall with 5/8" 
button head screws.
